1.) Bugs: This lesson plan encourages students to explore
shape and color by creating original whimsical insects.
Beginning with a discussion of various typ es of insects
and their unique qualities, students will design their
own creature and imagine where it lives, what it eats
and what its personality traits are. A portrait of their
bug will be created in bright, colorful torn paper.

2.) Juicy Fruits: In this  lesson plan students enjoy making
miniature paintings of luscious, juicy fruits. We will enjoy
eating a bowl of fruit salad while discussing the importance
of including fruit in your diet. (please let us know of any
dietary restrictions) Using a variety o f materials to create
a glistening, glittering look will add to the fun.

3.) Zebras in Design: This lesson combines learning about
another culture (Kenya) through story and art with
learning about animal body structure in a colorful, self -
expressive composition. We will read How the Zebra
gets its stripes, book from Little Golden Books
Publishing then draw and paint our own zebras.

4.) Under the Sea: What student isnOt fascinated by the
underwater world? Especially such creatures as crabs!
Students will use t he elements of design (shape, texture,
line, etc) to create visually pleasing artwork. This project
incorporates painting, shapes, print making and reading a
story first.

5.) Paste Papers: In this lesson students will exhibit
understanding of color mixing by mixing new colors on their
paste papers. Students will create patterns with color and
texture. Mostly students will have a blast playing with paint
and paste, as they create a visual masterpiece.
